Nados Dominate First 
FNL Game on Campus

Hurricane Ian had major implications for 
many football games across the Southeast this 
past week. Some teams were having to relocate, 
and some were having to reschedule.

Brevard College fell into the latter. On 
Wednesday afternoon, the Tornados had a press 
release announcing that the team’s week five 
matchup against the Greensboro College Pride, 
originally scheduled for October 1st, was being 
moved to the night of Sept. 30. 

For the first time in the history of Ives-Lemel 
Family Field, there would be a night game on 
the campus of Brevard College. This game 
would also have a High School Football type 
vibe, on a Friday Night. 

Both teams were coming into action with 
winless records, Brevard at 0-3, and Greensboro 
at 0-4.

The game served as the USA South conference 
opener for the Tornados.

Obvious weather implications were in play, 
with the unpredictability of hurricane Ian and 
the effect it would have on surrounding areas.

And the weather indeed was less than ideal. 
Before kickoff, the sunset was beautiful on a 

nippy Fall night. Once the game commenced, 
temperatures dropped and rain gradually 
progressed throughout the ballgame.

While temperatures may have cooled down, 
the Tornado offense heated up in a big way. In 
the first quarter, Graduate Quarterback Miles 
Hayes found Zack Orr in the back of the end 
zone for a 23 yard touchdown strike. 

In the second quarter, Hayes scampered into 
the end zone to make it 14-0 Tornados. Shortly 
after, Senior Tight End Jaden O’Leary hauled 
in a prayer of a pass from Hayes in the back 
right corner of the end zone.

The Nados had nearly matched their season 
long scoring total a total of 22 points coming 
into the game, in one half of football.  

A touchdown run from transfer Running Back 
Chancellor Lee-Parker made it 28-0 with less 
than a minute left in the first half essentially 
wrapped the victory up for Brevard before 
halftime even hit.

The Pride scored in the second half to break 
up a shutout by the Tornado Defense, but could 
not get much going. Sophomore Safety Colby 
Yancey got his first career interception off of 

Greensboro Quarterback David Loughry II. 
Brevard tacked a second half field goal onto 

their tally, and finished the game with a 31-13 
victory.

Brevard got both their first win and first 
conference win of the season, as they look 
ahead to the Methodist University Monarchs, 
who are coming off of a loss to Bellhaven. 

Hayes, in his second start of the season, threw 
for 253 yards and 2 touchdowns, as well as 17 
yards on the ground.

O’Leary racked up a whopping 8 catches and 
114 yards to go with his touchdown, absolutely 
searing the Pride Defense.

For the Nados Defense, Senior Linebacker 
and Captain Toby Naylor had 9 tackles, as well 
as a sack and an interception. Senior Outside 
Linebacker Jerome Bass had 7 tackles, and 3 
QB hits.

Junior Defensive End Trey Williams also 
added his second sack of the 2022 campaign. 

The Nados take on Methodist this Saturday 
at Ives-Lemel for their homecoming game.

Full of confidence, but without Ryan Lynch 
still suspended from the previous season, the 
Tornados traveled to Southern Virginia for their 
first conference game.

The Tornados were able to create a very 
large number of chances over the 90 minutes. 
It took 32 shots to ultimately bring home the 
1-0 win to Brevard. The goal of the day was 
scored by Daniel Morgan. The actual center 
back, however, played on this day as a forward 
on Oct. 1 to play to his heading strengths. In 
the pouring rain, a cross in the box landed 
at his feet. From close range, he eventually 
tripped the ball over the line and redeemed 
the Tornados with the lead with 10 minutes 
remaining.   

The first conference game this season was 
thus won.
