I was my mother's new baby on Sept. 11,
2001. Before the first attacks in New York,
everything was staggeringly normal, including
life in a suburb fifty minutes from the city, with
fall setting in and the wind against the windows.

Then the news broke at approximately 9 a.m.
Fire. Destruction. The North Tower, the first
plane strike. Only after the second crash was it
clear: these were not just some show.

No matter how awful, the need for information
became most important. Mom kept me close.
Our dog Molly joined us under the blankets.

Mom questioned where my father worked that
day. They were new parents, married two years
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before. Was he in Yonkers? White Plains? There
was no calling until lunchtime to confirm he was
okay. He was. After New York, Mom recounts,
“Then there was Pennsylvania and the Pentagon,
and the reports got worse.”

Nearby Stewart Airspace did fly-bys and
amid crisis, and every plane made Mom freeze.
“That didn’t sound like a bad plane," she would
rationalize.

I wasn’t put down for my nap in the crib.
Mom eventually put in a recordable VCR tape,
aware despite the tragedy that this was history.

She remembers “thinking if she’d seen a name
she recognized...”—if. If, the day brought us

tragedy like so many others. If, we were among
almost 3,000 known persons killed in the terror
attacks on 9/11.

I can only call Mom resilient as we talk now.
She reveals how this country transformed.
24-hours tied up in phone lines, hoping against
hope that loved ones are out of harm’s way.
My imagination only goes so far. But we can
endeavor, Mom and I, to tell each other the
important things, to look more meaningfully
at one another, now that we have this story in
common.

Out of nowhere the setback to the zero
to two lead for Carolina shortly before the
break. A low shot from 30 yards hit exactly
in the right corner of the goal and clouded
the mood at the break.
