Are my parents/family/friends/neighbors/aunts/uncles/mentors invited?
Absolutely! Everyone is invited to attend in person and please note we will also stream each ceremony live

on our Facebook page and will upload the videos to YouTube as well so that family, friends, etc. can watch

near, and far.

How many tickets do I get?
None! We plan to be outside rain or shine so that we do not have to move to a ticketed or limited-capacity

ceremony. Please plan accordingly and know that if there are any changes, we will communicate those as
soon as possible. Also, this year we are adding overflow viewing for the Baccalaureate and an inside virtual

viewing option for Commencement. The locations and times will be on your schedule.

What do I need to wear for each ceremony?
Plan to dress appropriately for the weather under your gown and we ask that you wear shoes that will be

easy to walk in over grass, stairs, concrete, etc. and we recommend flats over heels.
